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An accomplished painter as well
as an avid art collector, LA Art
House gallery owner Margie
Perenchio is a person of many
passions. After several decades
of collecting impressionist and
post-impressionist paintings with
her husband and media magnate
A. Jerrold Perenchio, she has
taken on a new project: an invit-
ing art gallery on the border of
Beverly Hills and West Hollywood,
California stocked with some of
the most promising practitioners
of figurative art.

“Things are getting worse for
artists. There's no government
money for them,” says Perenchio.
“Without art, who are we?”

Her own connection as an artist
spurred her to open the gallery,
which features emerging and
established artists. She has also
created an atelier in the center of
the space with easels for her-
self and other visiting painters.
Perenchio has styled the gallery
as a European salon, where the
community can attend guest artist
lectures.

Far from working alone,
Perenchio gets a little help from
her friends: co-founder Ann Moss
and singer/songwriter/emerging
artist Carole Bayer Sager, who
serves as an invaluable advisor
with an eye for discovering new
artists.

Perenchio takes all the profits
from the sale of paintings and
donates them to the Hammer
Projects,-the Hammer Museum’s
program that exhibits emerging
artists.
